This vacuum cleaner is for domestic use only. Do not use outdoors or on wet surfaces.
Do not handle plug or vacuum cleaner with wet hands.
Do not allow to be used as a toy. Close attention is necessary when used by or near children.

Do not use with damaged cable or plug. If the supply cable is damaged, it must be replaced by Dyson Ltd., our
service agents or similarly qualified persons in order to avoid a hazard.

If the vacuum cleaner is not functioning properly, has been dropped, damaged, left outdoors, or immersed in liquid,
do not use. Contact the Dyson Customer Care Helpline.

Do not use the vacuum cleaner if any parts appear to be faulty, missing or damaged.

Ensure all parts, including the clear bin™, are securely attached before using or carrying the vacuum cleaner.

This vacuum cleaner is not intended for use by persons (including children) with reduced physical, sensory or mentall
capabilities, or lack of experience and knowledge, unless they have been given supervision or instruction concerning
use of the vacuum cleaner by a person responsible for their safety. Children should be supervised to ensure that
they do not play with the vacuum cleaner.

Do not leave vacuum cleaner when plugged in. Unplug from outlet when not in use, and before performing user
maintenance, connecting or disconnecting the hose or changing accessories.

Store the vacuum cleaner indoors. Do not use or store this vacuum cleaner below 0°C (32°F). Ensure that the
vacuum cleaner is at room temperature before operating. Put the vacuum cleaner away after use with the cable
stored safely to prevent tripping hazards.

This vacuum cleaner is fitted with a thermal protection device. If any part of your vacuum cleaner becomes blocked
it may cause the device to operate and automatically stop the vacuum cleaner. If this happens, the vacuum cleaner
must be switched off, unplugged and allowed to cool down before attempting to check filters or for blockages.
Ensure any blockage is cleared before re-starting the vacuum cleaner.

Turn off all controls before unplugging.

Do not unplug by pulling on cable. To unplug, grasp the plug, not the cable.

Do not pull or carry by the cable, use the cable as a handle, close a door on the cable, or pull the cable around
sharp edges or corners. Do not run the vacuum cleaner over the cable. Keep the cable away from heated surfaces.
The use of an extension cable is not recommended.

Keep hair, loose clothing, fingers, and all parts of your body away from openings and moving parts, such as the
brush bar.

Do not put any object into openings on the vacuum cleaner. Do not use with any opening blocked: keep free of dust,
lint, hair, and anything that may reduce air flow.

Take extra care when vacuuming on stairs. Always work with the vacuum cleaner at the bottom of the stairs.

Keep the vacuum cleaner on the floor. Do not put the vacuum cleaner on chairs, tables etc.

Do not shake the vacuum cleaner or press the cyclone release button while carrying the vacuum cleaner, or it could
fall and cause injury.

Do not use to pick up flammable or combustible liquids, such as petrol, or use in areas where they may be present.

Always extend the cable fully to the red tape before use.

Fine dust such as plaster dust or flour should only be vacuumed in very

small amounts.

Do not use the vacuum cleaner to pick up sharp hard objects, such as small toys,
pins, paper clips etc.
